Learning to Love

John 13:34-35, 1 John 4:7-8, and 1 Corinthians 13:4-6

1. Read John 13:34-35 and 1 John 4:7,8. In the two passages, what does choosing to love reveal about you?

2. Read 1 Corinthians 13:4-6. As a group, list what the passage says love looks like. One person write them down so everyone can see them.

3. Name one or two people you believe have loved you in any of the ways listed and tell an experience about it. (Someone who is not rude, or has not kept a record of your wrongs against him, or….) 

4. Which of the qualities we listed from 1 Corinthians 13 do you want to work on in some of your relationships now? Describe a situation coming up soon that probably will challenge you to practice this quality. Or describe a situation that challenged you in one of the traits of love.

5. Pair up and pray for each other about the situations each mentioned. If some of the members are uncomfortable praying aloud, pair up and write down each other’s challenging situation and pray during the week. Report back next week.
